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ü Hospitals use 836 trillion BTUs of energy annually1, 2nd most energy intensive 

commercial buildings, 2.5 times the energy intensity and CO2 emissions of commercial 

office buildings.

ü Utility Budgets; Energy Costs are Steadily Rising and Increasingly Volatile

ü Hospitals produce over 30 lbs of CO2 emissions per square foot2 and as an industry 

produce 28.575 million tons of CO2 annually7

ü Buildings are responsible for almost 50% of energy consumed and 48% of all green 

house gas (GHG) emissions3

ü Clearly, Energy Management, Clean Energy and Climate Change are squarely in the 

consciousness of many health care professional, summary of some points from the 

AMA 11/2007 resolution on Climate Change:
